Remembering Mr. George C. Hoopy
(1906-2007)

George C. Hoopy was a business leader, philanthropist and tremendous supporter of the
West Shore Chamber of Commerce. As June 23 - the anniversary of what would have been
his 104th birthday - approaches, the Chamber wishes to remember and acknowledge
one if its most respected founding members.

Mr. Hoopy was among the 33 gentlemen who formed the West Shore Businessmen s
Association in 1948, which later became the West Shore Chamber of Commerce.
